A Study on the Musical Form of
Monophonic Secular Vocal Music in
the Middle Ages

Mooncha Kim

As one of the series of a study pursuing “the genealogical tree of
musical forms,” this paper is devoted to the study of the musical forms
of the monophonic secular vocal music of the middle ages.

In this paper, secular music includes all non-liturgical religious music
except tropes, as well as non religious music. Songs studied in this
paper are selected from Historical Anthology of Music(HAM), Trea-
sury of Early Music(TEM), Masterpieces of Music before 1750(MM),
Norton Anthology of Western Music(NAWM), The Oxford Anthology
of Medieval Music(OxAMM), Anthology of Medieval Music by R.
Hoppin(HpAMM), and An Anthology of English Medieval and Renais-
sance Vocal Music(EMRV).

These songs are then studied and classified into types as 1) strophic,
2) sequence, 3) through-composed, 4) rondo, and 5) bar.

Finally, connections are made between these middle ages secular
songs and the Gregorian chant forms which also are devided into
types by this writer’s previous papers on Gregorian chant as 1) stro-

phic, 2) rondo, 3) musical rhyme, 4) two-part, 5) three-part, 6) se-
